• Science- Make a 3D microhabitat at home and document which animals you get 

• Art- Produce a portrait in the style of Paul Klee using printing 

• DT- Create your own 3D bridge 

• Geography- Create a map of animals in the world and where they live 

• History- Make a fact file about extinct animals from the past 

• MFL- Create a poster about the different animals in French 

• Music- Perform a song or compose your own 

• PE- Creature your own gymnastic routine using apparatus
